I wish that I had a dime for every e-mail that I have recieved from an 
X-Amigan lamenting about the Wintel computer that they had to buy 
and how much they missed their trusty Amiga computer (stored 
away somewhere).

To these people, the Amiga OSXL from Haage & Partner, must be a 
gift from heaven.

Since I have yet to read any reviews about the Amiga OSXL, I 
wanted to get as much of this as I can about this box.

SIG leader, David Reichen pulled open the package. Inside was a 
registration form and two CD-ROM disks; one was the QNX CD-
ROM for installing QNX onto your PC (This is the standard CD that 
you can purchase from QNX Software Limited).
